Painting Instructor Sonya PoYiu Lau
Friday 4:00t05:00 10/2-12/18 (8 classes) K-6 Grades

During this course of 8 one -hour lessons, we will explore the basics of  color theory: W hat
are primary and secondary colors? We will experim ent and learn how to mix colors.

Then students will apply the skills to create geometric forms. We will learn how to

achieve different for ms and shapes by controlling the brushes to carry out different

painting styles and techniques. In the total of five projects, the assignments may include
making a color wheel, creating geometric forms, experimentation with pointillism, as

well as painting from observationofstill -l i f e objects. Letds get
as far as our imagination slead us!

The proc ess of directed drawing gives young students instruction on how to draw

increasingly complex images. Each lesson offers new subject matter for your child. The
students also learn about different artists and how and why they constructed their work.

The lessons will be based off works of Picasso, Rousseau, Matisse, Rodrigue, and other

well -known artists. Drawing develops strong reasoning skills. The more a student draws,

the better their understanding of scale and proportion becomes. At the end of each

class the student will bring home a finished, matted art work suitable for framing.

Clarinet Instructor Yu Ye

Wednesday 5:30t0 6:00 9/30-12/16 (12 Classes) 3-6 Grades

The clarinet is in the woodwind f amily of musical instruments.  The clarinet was invented
in Germany by Johann Christoph Denner around the turn of the 18th century . Clarinets
have found a prominent place in several forms of music, most notably in big band

productions, in classical and or  chestral works, and in Dixieland jazz. Some people, in
recent years, have formed quartets, or even choirs, devoted solely to clarinet playing.

In this class students will learn the parts of t he clarinet, basic fingering  technique s, and
playing technigues. This class is a 30minue group lesson. Please note this class begins
at 5:30.

Instructor Biography

This is Yu Yeds fourth year teaching at Yinghua
in Southwest China and attended the Szechuam Music Con servatory and worked eight

years there. He came to the United States and obtained his Master of Music in

Woodwind Performance from the University of Minnesota and studied for six years

toward his Doctorate of Music Performance. He has taught at St. Josep hds School of
Music for 13 years and now operates his own import/export music business.
