Lastly, as we face the ne w year, we are also facing some concerning situations with cash flow  given the state 

aid adjustment.  T he "hold back" shift in state aid changed from 10% to 27% this year. This means we need to 

operate with only 73% of our money in the fiscal year, with 27% of our state support coming in the next fiscal 

year.  Fortunately, we have received several grants to help supplement our state and federal funding. However, 

due to our recent grant awards through StarTalk ($89,000 for math education - summer program), the Confucius 

Institute Classroom ($38,000 for technology and sister -school program), Foreign Language Assistance Program 

($800,000 for the middle school, content -based Chinese language science/social studies curriculum, and 

technology), we are in fine sha pe!  

As I mentioned in my back to school speech repeatedly through several clichés, we couldn't have made this 

school without each other. Thank you to all the families, who believe in our mission of teaching our kids to be 

global citizens!

STARTalk Grant Update

The National Foreign Language Center undertook the initial planning phase of a multi -year project entitled òStarTalk.ó  The 

StarTalk provides support to increase the number of Americans learning critical need languages (Chinese being one of 

them).    This past summer, Yinghua Academy was awarded over $89,000 to carry out two sessions of two -week summer 

immersion camp entitled òAbacus for Kids: Learning Chinese language and Culture through Math activities.ó The camp 

proposal and the approved curriculum were d esigned and written by our Academic Director, Dr. Luyi Lien.   The primary 

focus of the camp was to give students a fun and motivating experience in learning math through Chinese.   Chinese 

culture was integrated in both language and academic content.   The final performanc e assessment was embedded in a 

Mini Carnival, which students had a great time attending. This summer camp also served as an intern training site for new 

immersion teachers under a collaboration arrangement with the University of Minnesota.   We worked closely with two 

immersion experts, Dr. Tara Fortune and Mrs. Amy Egenberger.   Both of them provided great insights for the intern teachers, 

including six of our own Yinghua teachers.   

We also invited Dr. Susan Skarr to be our math curriculum co nsultant.   In addition to observing our summer camp 

(instruction and activities), she also conducted a valuable workshop on òDifferention and Tiering Assignmentsó for the 

teachers.    

The STARTALK center assigned two language experts, Dr. Mimi Met and Mrs. Janet Parker, to visit our summer camp.   In 

their site visit report, they acknowledged Yinghua as òamong the best the site team visitors have visited.ó The successful 

implementation of our summer camp is attributed to our dedicated teachers and staff.  

The Yinghua Academy team will participate in the STARTALK national meeting in October and will share our camp

Yinghuaõs Extended Care program is off to a great start!  In the coming months I hope to eventually meet all of you.   Until then 

let me tell you a little about my background.   I earned a M.Ed. from Azusa Pacific University in Azusa, California and have 
taught both second and fifth grades.   As you know , education starts in the early years.   I was lucky enough to experience these 

stages while a director at an early childhood center.   Both of these experiences are at the root of my passion for 

education.   Understanding that each student learns differently and taking time to modify one õs teaching method for the 

success of each student is at the heart of my educational philosophy.   

 

PROGRAM CHANGES  

You will notice some differences in this yearõs program.  Before -School hours have changed.   Students may now be dropped off 

at 6:30 A.M.   Another change  is in our after -school program.   We have a dedicated focus on structured homework time.   This 

should take away some of the tug -o-war situations at home that surround this topic.   By hiring two Chinese teachers the first, 

second, and third graders are expe riencing classes in Chinese only.   As the kindergarteners become more proficient with the 

language we will add this element to their class too.   Since appropriate behavior is paramount to successful school 

experiences, Yinghuaõs behavior policy will be strictly adhered to in the extended care and enrichment programs.   Please refer 

to this fact frequently with your child.   When disharmony arises among students I will meet with those students individually and 

then together to ascertain the problem.   I will co nsider what all parties have to say and come to an equitable solution for all.   If 
the situation warrants involving parents then you will be called.     

 

ENRICHMENT NEWS 

We have some amazing Enrichment classes to offer for the fall session!   Our new  

instructors are experts in their field.   Donõt forget to check out their websites to view  

more about them or their field.

Dear Families,  

Welcome to our beautiful new school! Around Yinghua Academy, I am known as Mrs. Van. I am 

the English Language Arts Curriculum Coordinator here at Yinghua. I also teach English classes in 

both the second and third grades, and coordinate the assessments. Before I came to Yinghua two 

years ago, I taught at an American international school in n orthwestern China.  

Once a year, I like to send a copy of the DõNealian alphabet home, especially for families with 

children in the primary grades. This is the handwriting model we teach and use at Yinghua 

Academy. The most noticeable differences between th is alphabet and a more traditional, 

rounded manuscript are that the DõNealian alphabet is slanted and has fewer strokes. This makes 

for less confusion between the letters òbó and òdó, for instance, as well as an easy transition into 

cursive in third grade.

New Middle School Program 

Late last school year, Yinghua Academy received final approval from the state of 

Minnesota to begin a middle school program for both newcomers to Chinese 

learning and for our immersion students from our K -5 program.   When this program 

is fully developed over the next three years we plan to have two tracks, an 

immersion track and a more traditional Chinese as a foreign language track. Both 

tracks will be focused on rigorous academics, particularly in math and science, 

combined with increased use of technology to do research and communicate 

with peers around the world. Our overall goal is to help deve lop our middle school 

students into global citizens, complete with bilingual ability in Chinese, critical 

thinking and 21 st century skills.  

 

Currently we have 11 pioneering sixth graders. We would love to add more 

students to our program in sixth grade, an d we will be actively marketing and 

recruiting for our new program. If you have a neighbor or friend with a sixth grade 

student, please encourage them to come in for a tour.  

 

Some highlights of the new program include:  

 

× Added technology in the classroom f or student use: laptops, interactive 

whiteboards, and the ability to use Skype, video/pod casting, and various 

software programs to create multimedia research projects.  

× Content -based Chinese language instruction through math, science and  
social studies 

× Com munication with peers from sister -school in China  

× Travel to China in the eighth grade, and possibly Washington D.C. in the 

seventh grade  

× Rigorous instruction in all content areas, with a critical focus on 

developing individualized learning plans for all students, and preparing 

students for Advanced Placement coursework in high school  
× Student Council  

× òClubsó instead of recess, which will give students a chance to 

experience healthy extra -curricular activities during the school day  

 

We are so thankful to co ntinue our high quality program into the middle school. 

We are excited to have Keri Norell, F u Laoshi, as our lead teacher a nd continue to 

be happy that we have received a three year $800,000 grant from the U.S.
